Changes may occur in fees, courses, announcements after the printing 

of the catalog. 

Students are held to the requirements in effect at enrollment.  
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Undergraduate Admissions 

Admission Procedures  

Selection of Candidates:  

Admission to the college is based on evidence of a studentôs ability to benefit from IACôs educational 

program. Evidence may include one or a combination of the following: Interviews, professional 

experience, motivation and educational objectives, studentsô academic record, transcripts, or test scores.  

Application to the college: 

Individuals interested in enrolling at InterAmerican College are invited to make an appointment with a 

faculty advisor. After the initial interview, applicants fill out an Application form. After applications have 

been accepted, the Registrar enrolls students electronically. Students must complete all application 

requirements and submit all necessary documents before registering for classes. 

Students must present a copy of their high school diploma or request official transcripts from community 

colleges or universities they have attended. Official transcripts must be mailed directly from the 

institution to the Office of the Registrar. The Registrar will not accept transcripts issued to students. 

Failure to file complete and authentic documents may result in denial of admission, cancellation of 

academic credit, suspension or expulsion. 

The Office of Admissions and Records accepts applications on a continuous basis. The college does not 

set deadlines for accepting applications or documents. Nevertheless, before students can register and 

attend classes, they must have their transcripts evaluated. For transcript evaluation, the Registrar can 

accept unofficial transcripts while waiting for the official transcripts to arrive. Students should submit a 

copy of the "Request for Transcript" form or a letter demonstrating that transcripts were ordered. After all 

official transcripts and other documents have been reviewed, students complete the enrollment agreement 

and register for classes. 

A non-refundable fee of $60.00 is required when applying. Checks should be made payable to 

ñInterAmerican College.ò 

Registration: Students must complete all enrollment requirements prior to attending the first class. 

Students must register for each class. There is a registration fee of $10.00 per class.  

Student I.D.: Although IAC uses the Social Security number to identify studentsô records, the Registrar 

issues a student ID number for greater personal protection. The ID is the initial of the last and first names 

and the last four digits of the Social Security Number. 

Transcript Request 

The Registrar accepts units earned at other colleges and universities after receiving official transcripts. 

The Registrar will not accept transcripts stamped with ñissued to students.ò All official transcripts must 

have the original signature or raised seal of the institution. 
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Since some institutions take up to four or five weeks to respond to transcript requests, students should 

request transcripts immediately upon applying to the college. Students may use the "IACôs Request for 

Transcript" form or write their own letter. 

Students who are transferring units from foreign universities should request the Transcript Evaluation 

Form from the Admission's Office. Students enrolling in the Interdisciplinary Studies major should 

submit the official document that has been evaluated by an approved agency or meet with the Vice-

president for Academic Affairs to arrange for translation and assessment of their transcripts. Students who 

have foreign documents should present documents to the Vice-president for Academic Affairs for 

processing.

All records submitted to the Registrar become the property of the College and are placed in the students' 

permanent file. No confidential information will be released without students' authorization. If students do 

not complete the admission application, the registrar will keep their records as prescribed by state 

regulations. 

Admission Requirements 

Students qualify for regular admissions if they present  

¶ a high school diploma 

or 

¶ proof of passing the GED 

or 

¶ proof of passing the Ability to Benefit exam 

  or  

¶ official transcripts from a college or a university. 

The Registrar will not enroll a student without proof of GED passing scores, a high school diploma, or 

official college transcript. Students do not have to present a high school diploma if thy present a college 

transcript. 
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All students must file one official transcript from each institution of higher education attended. This 

includes special sessions, correspondence, and audited courses, as well as any college in which students 

were enrolled and/or withdrew without earning credit. 

If students have not graduated from high school or passed the GED they must complete an AA degree at a 

community college before transferring to IAC..  

Students registering for classes or seminars through the Office of Extended Education for professional 

growth should follow requirements found in the Office of Extended Education. 

General Education Development (GED) Test 

Students who have not graduated from high school can demonstrate high school equivalency through the 

successful completion of the GED test. They must submit the official GED test scores to the Admissions 

Office along with the application. 

Transferring College Credit 

Transferable courses are those designated as baccalaureate credit by a college or university. IAC reserves 

the right to determine the extent to which transfer credits satisfy the specific IAC program requirements. 

If a course is not accepted as equivalent by faculty advisor, students may request to designate the course 

as an elective. The Registrar will accept courses taken at Community Colleges and Universities, if courses 

are identified as transferable in the college catalog. 

Credits earned in community colleges will be evaluated by faculty advisor. If units are applicable to the 

declared major, a maximum of 60 semester credits earned in a community college may be applied toward 

the undergraduate degree, with the following limitations: 

The IAC does not accept upper division level credit for courses taken at a community college. 

¶ No credit is allowed for professional courses in education taken at a community college, other 

than ECE courses. 

¶ The registrar will not accept a transfer course with a grade of ñD or F.ò  

Credits earned at accredited colleges, universities and military classes are evaluated by Faculty advisors. 

The Registrar determines studentsô standing on the basis of evidence submitted. Courses toward the 

fulfill ment of graduation requirements will be accepted if courses satisfactorily meet the IAC General 

Education or program requirements. 

Courses taken at Universities and Colleges without regional accreditation may be accepted on an 

individual basis. The faculty advisor determines comparability to a course in the IAC catalog. Students 

must present a copy of the catalog and the course syllabus from the transferring university.  

The minimum requirement for residency for a Bachelor of Arts degree is 30 semester units and a 

minimum of 15 units must be upper division level in the declared major. A minimum residency 

requirement for an Associate of Arts is 15 semester units. 
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Military Training and/or Experience  

Credits may be awarded for military training and/or experience based on the evaluation and 

recommendation by the American Council on Education (ACE). Completion of DD Form 214 and/or DD 

Form 295 is required to evaluate training or experience in transferable credits. IAC will maintain a written 

record of the previous education and training of veterans; this record will clearly indicate that credit has 

been granted, if appropriate, with the Veteransô Administration and student notified accordingly.  

Student Assessment 

At the time of admission, IAC requires students to take the Stanford and Aprenda (for bilingual students) 

exams. The standardized tests assess studentsô skills in various areas in both Spanish and English. 

Furthermore, students write an essay in response to a prompt to assess English writing skills.  

Students who have not completed basic math or English courses will be given a placement test and be 

registered for appropriate courses. Students declaring Education as a career must present passing scores in 

the CBEST math and reading exam or retake the basic composition courses.  

Spanish Placement Test for Bilingual Classes 

Students who wish to attend bilingual classes must pass the Spanish Language proficiency exam. They 

must attain the minimum level of 75% on the grammar and reading comprehension in the Aprenda exam. 

If students do not meet the minimum requirements, they can request permission of the instructor to attend 

class. 

Classroom textbooks are in English, but discussions may be conducted in English and/or Spanish. 

Bilingual courses will be identified by a (b) in the schedule 

Credit by examination: 

Credit by examination allows a student to earn college units to prove academic knowledge assessed 

through examination. 

Students may challenge a course in which they have established college level competence. Students may 

earn credit by presenting passing scores from the (A.P.) Advanced Placement Test, (CLEP) College Level 

Examination Program, or the College Challenge Examination (CCE). 

Before taking any exam, students should check with faculty advisors to ensure that the exam meets the 

requirements of the program of study. Units earned through credit by examination do not fulfill residency 

requirements. 

If students earned credit through examination, transcripts will show a "CR." The course will not be 

computed in the GPA. After receiving an official report from the examination agency, the Registrar will 

post the units earned. If students fail the examination, no grade or number of units will appear on the 

transcript. Students may challenge up to 18 units by exam. 

 Advanced Placement Examination (AP): A high school student who completed college level units with 

scores of four (4) or five (5) on the Advanced Placement Examinations of the College Entrance 

Examinations Board will receive units after the Registrar received the official report from AP. 
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College Level Examination Program (CLEP): Students who receive a passing score on a CLEP 

examination may receive units for a course if it is directly applicable to the academic program. If students 

wish, they may count the units as electives. 

College challenge examination (CCE): Students may earn credit by examination administered by any of 

the IAC departments. To be eligible for units, students must receive a score of "C" or better. 

The Office of Admissions and Records provides forms and guidelines for challenging a course. Students 

must pay a test fee for each test administered. 

Late Registration 

Since the modular schedule is only one month in length, applicants can register each month, but they 

must complete all forms and pay all fees before attending classes. If students³ files are incomplete, they 

must wait until the next month to begin classes. 

Change of Program 

Students may drop a class by the end of the second week or by the end of the fourth class session. 

Attendance will be verified with the instructors³ attendance roster.  
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Undergraduate Fees and Tuition 

Academic Year 

The academic year is divided into four (4) sessions:  

Fall:  September, October, November 

Winter : December, January, February 

Spring: March, April, May 

Summer: June, July, August 

The IAC class schedule is divided into four sessions with three months in each session. Classes are one 

month in length. New students may enroll at the college in any given month. Continuing students register 

at the beginning of each month.  

Due to the intensive structure of one-month courses, students register for only one course a month. 

Students, who wish to register for more than three (3) units in one month, must complete the appropriate 

form in the registrar's office and have the form signed by their faculty advisor. 

Classes are held two evenings a week. In order to accommodate working students, classes meet from 5:30 

to 10:00 p.m. For the 9th session, classes meet on Friday from 5:30-10:00. For students who cannot attend 

classes during the week, the College schedules special sessions on Saturdays. These classes meet nine (9) 

sessions for 45 contact hours. 

Courses at InterAmerican College carry a three (3) semester unit value unless specified otherwise in 

parentheses in the course description. Students are expected to study at least two (2) hours outside of class 

for every contact hour of class. A contact hour is defined as a 50 minute session as opposed to a clock 

hour of 60 minutes. During the evening, instructors must give students adequate breaks. 

Tuition and Fees 

Tuition fees effective January 2008 

Undergraduate Tuition  

Cost per one (1) unit: $400.00 

Cost per three (3) units $1200.00  

Registration: $10.00 per class 

Full-time equivalent: $9,680.00 
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Students are required to pay fees at the time of registration. Checks will be accepted only for the amount 

of fees due. Tuition is due and payable prior to the first session of each course. If students cannot pay on 

the first day of class, they must have a written agreement with the business department.  

If a check is returned due to insufficient funds or for any other reason, IAC reserves the right to drop the 

student from class. Students will be notified of this action, and assessed a return check fee of $20.00. 

Students who have written multiple non-sufficient fund checks may be required to make all future 

payments by cash or money order. 

The Board of Trustees reserves the right to modify tuition and fees at any time. Students will be notified 

before the next registration day. 

Enrollment Agreement 

All students are required to sign an enrollment agreement before beginning classes. The enrollment 

agreement includes items pertaining to tuition and fees, billing, attendance, financial assistance, payment 

options and other matters of enrollment. 

The agreement is a legally binding instrument when signed by the student and accepted by the college. 

The agreement acknowledges that the student has had time to read and understand the terms.  

Payments and Release of Records 

Degrees are granted and transcripts are released only after all financial obligations to InterAmerican 

College have been satisfied. According to Board policies, all records and services are withheld from 

students who have outstanding financial obligations to the College. 

 If  students have made partial payment of their tuition obligation, the college may only withhold that 

portion of the grades or transcript that corresponds on a pro rata basis to the amount of tuition or loan 

obligation the students have not paid.  

If the course of study consists of only one course, the institution may withhold the grades or the transcript 

until the tuition or loan obligation is paid in full.

Refund Policy 

IAC expects students to register for classes with the understanding that they will remain in the class for 

the entire nine (9) sessions. A refund policy has been established so that students who withdraw from 

class will share in costs incurred. It is studentsô responsibility to inform the admission's office 

immediately of their intent to withdraw from a course by completing the "Drop Class" Form. The 

effective date of withdrawal will be the last day of class recorded on the instructor's roster. 

If  students paid fees and did not attend class, all fees except for the $60.00 non-refundable enrollment fee 

will be returned to them. The refund will be mailed within 30 days from the time of the withdrawal or 

cancellation, according to the schedule below: 

If a continuing student does not complete a course, a tuition refund is made according to the following 

schedule: 

Number of Sessions Attended & Amount Refunded: 

If a student drops the course after attending the 1
st
 or 2

nd
 session 100% 

If a student drops the course after attending the 3
rd
 session 50% 

If a student drops the course after attending the 4
th
 session 0% 

Refunds due to students are not automatically disbursed. No refund will be due unless the studentsô 

account has a credit balance. Students must request a refund by submitting the ñRefund Formò to the 

Finance office. Refunds will be processed and mailed within thirty working days from the receipt of the 
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written notice. All refunds will be mailed to studentsô home address. It is studentsô responsibility to make 

sure their address on file is correct. Refund request forms are available in the Registrarôs office. 

If the college cancels or discontinues a course, the college will make a full refund of all charges. Refunds 

will be paid within 30 days of cancellation or withdrawal. 

Withdra wal Status 

For the purposes of Federal Student Aid awarding, processing and reporting students will be reported as 

withdrawn if they do not attend courses for three (3) consecutive months. 

Effects of Withdrawal Status 

Recipients of Pell, Campus Based and/or State Aid: All future aid will be canceled. If you resume your 

course work during the school year you will be asked to complete an appeal for reinstatement of aid. 

Funds will be reinstated if your appeal is approved and funds are available. If you are a State Aid 

recipient, you will also need to receive approval from the California Student Aid Commission to continue 

receiving funding. 

Recipients of Stafford Loan: If a Stafford Loan disbursement arrives after or during a period you are 

considered Withdrawn, the College will return the funds to the lender. All future scheduled disbursements 

will also be canceled. Your last date of attendance will be reported which will initiate the repayment 

process on any outstanding Federal Student Loans. The grace period or the actual payments will begin on 

your last date of attendance. 

Financial Aid Refund Policy 

As part of the Higher Education Amendment of 1998, Congress passed provisions regarding refund 

policies and procedures for student who have received Federal Student Aid and are considered Withdrawn 

from school. Based on InterAmerican College policies, which are made in accordance with federal 

regulation, a student is considered ñWithdrawnò if not in attendance for 3 course months. 

 The date of Withdrawal will be determined to be either: 

¶ The effective date of withdrawal from the last course attempted, or 

¶ The last date of attendance at an academically related activity, as documented by IAC. 

Federal regulation assumes that awards of Federal Student Aid funds are earned in proportion to the 

number of days attended for the period funded. If a student is considered withdrawn from the College 

federal regulations require a calculation be performed according to a specific formula that identifies the 

total scheduled financial assistance a student earned, and is therefore entitled to receive. If more financial 

aid is received (by either the student or by the College on the studentôs behalf) than is earned, the 

unearned funds must be returned to the U.S. Department of Education and/or the appropriate lender. If the 

student (or the College on the studentôs behalf) receives less financial aid than the amount earned, the 

student may be able to receive those additional funds.  

The portion of Federal Student Aid that a student is entitled to receive is calculated on a percentage basis. 

The percentage is determined by comparing the total number of days in the specific payment period the 
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student to the number of days completed before withdrawing from the College. 

In general, Federal Student Aid awards fund a specific period of time and number of units called the 

payment period. Once more than 60% of the payment period is considered complete then all (100%) of 

the award for the period is considered earned. 

For example, if 30% of the payment period is considered completed, then 30% of the aid is earned. This 

means that 70% of the aid is unearned and must be returned. 

If  it is determined that the student received excess funds that must be returned, the College shares the 

responsibility of returning those excess funds. The Collegeôs portion of the excess funds to be returned is 

equal to the lesser of: 

¶ The entire amount of the excess funds, or 

¶ The total tuition and fees charges multiplied by the percentage of unearned aid received. 

IMPORTANT NOT E: If a student is considered Withdrawn from the College before completing 

60% of their payment period, the student may have to repay unearned aid that was disbursed to 

them at the beginning of the payment period. 

If the refund calculation determines that the College is not required to return all of the excess funds, the 

student must return the remaining amount. Any loan funds that a student is required to return must be 

repaid according to the terms of their loan. If any grant funds must be returned, the law provides that the 

amount that the student must repay is to be reduced by 50%. This means that a student who has receives 

too much in grant funds will only be required to return half of the amount considered in excess. 

If there is a return of any unearned aid by the College, the student will be billed accordingly. In such 

cases, the student will be required to make arrangement with the Student Business Office to pay the 

amount refunded to the U.S. Department of Education and/or lender .

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Academic Support  

The Library  

IAC students have access to three types of library resources. The IAC College Library is housed in the 

main building. Students may check out books in library for their research. The librarian will be in the 

library during scheduled class time to help students search for sources for their research project or to 

identify where they can find books and other materials. Students who live in Chula Vista have cards to 

use the library at Southwestern Community College. 

Students have access to the Internet on computers in the resource center, classrooms, and computer lab. 

The College has installed an electronic system to allow students to research through Internet and other 

data systems. Students can access full-text on-line journals from JSTOR, from the classroom, from the 

computer room, and from their home computer. They communicate with their instructors and the librarian 

through E-mail.  

Students also have access to the National City Library, which has more than 100,000 books. It has one of 

the largest collections of Spanish books and provides access to Internet. Students are also encouraged to 

apply for a Library card from the County Library system. This allows them to check out books from the 

college CIRCUIT system which includes San Diego State, University of San Diego, University of 

California San Diego, and San Marcos.  

Instructional Support  

Under the direction of the Vice President for Academic Affairs, the Office of Academic Affairs is 

responsible for the planning and scheduling of undergraduate courses. The Vice President for Academic 

Affairs (VPAA) oversees activities of academic advisement, admissions and records, academic programs, 

Office of Extended Education, the Library, and the publication of the College catalog. 

If instructors identify students who are having problems, they fill out a referral form and forward it to the 

Dean of Students. The Dean of Students and instructors design a study plan for students for remediation.  

Students have access to materials in the Learning Resource Center. Students can use the LRC to meet in 

study groups or make appointments with instructors before class begins.  

Learning Plus The Learning Plus is a computerized self-paced basic skillôs program. Students who need 

remedial work can access the program at any time. The VPAA monitors the progress of students to ensure 

that they understand the process. The VPAA makes copies of students progress available to instructors 

who request information on their advisee.  

Software: 

Students have access to programmed software in math and English.  

Aurolog:  Spanish speaking students who need English pronunciation practice purchase a subscription to 

Aurolog to assist in reducing accents.  

Criterion:  All students subscribe to the on-line system for essay writing assistance.  
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Academic Advising 

At the time of enrollment, students are assigned a faculty advisor. Students reserve the right to request a 

faculty member as an advisor. Students are encouraged to meet with their advisor at least once a quarter. 

Academic advisement is of utmost importance for first-time students and undeclared majors. 

Office of Admission and Records 

The Office of Admissions and Records serves the College as a unit of the Academic Affairs Division in 

admission advising, processing applications for admissions, admitting eligible applicants, registering 

students in classes, establishing and maintaining academic records of students, and evaluating students' 

academic records for graduations.  

The Office of Admissions and Records, directed by the Registrar, is responsible for collecting statistical 

data on admission, enrollment, and graduates for various reports to the office of research and evaluation, 

to different departments, and to accrediting bodies. The Registrar works closely with the Office of 

Institutional Research.  

Computer Services 

The administrative electronic processing and data collection, including student admissions, grades, fiscal 

and property accounting, personnel, and other functions are kept in the Academic Vice presidentôs office. 

The administration, faculty, and staff have access to the Internet and other software programs. 

Alumni Relations 

The mission of the Alumni Association of the InterAmerican College is to develop and sustain support for 

the College. Students who have completed 12 units of course work at InterAmerican College are eligible 

to join the Alumni Association and participate in any of its activities. 

The office of the Dean of Students maintains a data base on all alumni. Since the college has few alumni, 

the Dean of Students is establishing traditions for future generations. At the present time, alumni are 

invited to attend an alumni breakfast on the day of graduation. 

During annual fund raising campaign, alumni are requested to make contributions that support and 

enhance the educational mission of the College. Alumni are also invited to attend events such as seminars 

and workshops on campus. 

Description of Facility 

InterAmerican College is situated in National City, California, between Hoover Street and 16
th
 Street. It is 

a one story building with five classrooms, a library, a computer lab, a science lab, a study resource center, 

and a student lounge. Classrooms accommodate 30 students. Each classroom has Internet access, TV, 

VCR projector, and overhead.  

The computer lab contains 24 computers with Internet connection . The library provides access to an on-

line catalog and JSTOR, a full-text journal repository. There are seven administrative offices: President, 

Vice-President of Academic Affairs, Financial Aid Officer, Institutional Researcher, Registrar, Business 

office, Librarian and Receptionist. There are 12 computers for Administrators and Staff. The lounge is 
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shared by students, staff, and instructorsô. IAC also provides staff and faculty with a conference room for 

small group meetings. There are four bathrooms. Two are handicapped accessible.  
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Student Rights 

Responsibility 

IAC students are expected to observe standards of conduct consistent with respect for the law, the 

fulfillment of contractual obligations, consideration for the rights of others, and a high level of personal 

integrity. All members of the college, students, staff and faculty, should be aware that their behavior both 

on and off campus reflect on the college. 

Student Privacy Rights 

The Federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 and its regulations adopted thereunder 

and California Education Code 67100 et seq. were designed to protect the privacy of students concerning 

their records. Institutions must provide students access to records directly related to them and an 

opportunity for a hearing to challenge such records on the grounds that they are inaccurate, misleading or 

otherwise inappropriate. The right to a hearing under the law does not include any right to challenge the 

appropriateness of a grade as determined by the instructor. The law requires that written consent of the 

student be received before releasing personally identifiable data about the student's own records to other 

than a specified list of exceptions.  

The InterAmerican College has adopted a set of policies and procedures concerning implementation of 

the statutes and the regulations on the campus. Students may request copies of these policies and 

procedures concerning implementation of statutes and regulations in the Office of Academic Affairs. 

Among the types of information included in the campus statement of policies and procedures are the 

following: 

¶ The type of student records and the information contained in them; 

¶ The official responsible for the maintenance of each type of record; 

¶ The location of access lists which indicate persons requesting or receiving information from the 

record; 

¶ Policies for reviewing and expunging records; 

¶ The access rights of students; 

¶ The procedures for challenging the content of student records; 

¶ The cost which will be charged for reproducing copies of records; 

¶ The right of students to file a complaint with the Department of Education. 

The office to review complaints and adjudicate violations is:  

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act Office (FERPA),

Washington, D.C. 20202 

Under the Act, IAC is authorized to release information concerning students. This information may 

include the student's name, address, telephone listing, date and place of birth, major field of study, 

participation in officially recognized activities and sports, dates of attendance, degrees and awards 

received, and the most recent previous educational agency or institution attended by the student. 

The above information is subject to release by the campus at any time unless the campus has received 

prior written objections from students specifying information which students requests not be released. 

Written objections should be sent to the Office of the Vice President for Academic Affairs. 

The campus is authorized to provide access to student records to campus officials and employees who 

have legitimate educational interest to such access. These persons are those who have responsibilities in 

connection with the campus' academic, administrative or service functions and who have reason for using 

student records connected with their campus or other related academic responsibilities. Disclosure may 

also be made to other persons or organizations under certain conditions (e.g., as part of accreditation or 

program evaluation; in response to a court order or subpoena; in connection with financial aid; or to other 

institutions to which the student is transferring). 

The College is required by law to release information to state agencies on request concerning students 

who have requested in writing that such information be released to state agencies. Students will have an 

opportunity to request in writing release of such information. Students will also have an opportunity to 

forbid release of such directory information to state agencies or any other person or organization. The 

College will retain discretion regarding the release of such information to agencies of the State of 

California in cases where the student has neither requested nor forbidden the release of directory 

information concerning himself or herself to agencies of the State of California on request for purposes of 

recruitment. 

Appeal to either request or forbid the release of directory information to State Agencies for recruitment 

purposes also must be made at the Student Services Office. 

Racial and Sexual Harassment 

The InterAmerican College student body is made up of individuals from diverse ethnic, linguistic, racial, 

and cultural groups. It is essential that all members of the university recognize the need for an awareness 

of, sensitivity to, and respect for the cultural heritage, gender, disability, and sexual orientation of others. 

An individual's or group's action or activities which promote degrading or demeaning social stereotypes 

based on race, age, ethnicity, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, religion, or disability will not be 

tolerated. 

Students who behave abusively toward members of the campus community based on the aforementioned 

criteria will face serious consequences and will be subject to disciplinary action. Any student who 

commits acts of sexual or racial harassment manifested by acts of physical abuse, threats of physical 

abuse, verbal abuse, and/or hazing activities may be subject to suspension or expulsion from the 

university. 
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Nondiscrimination on the Basis of Gender  

The InterAmerican College does not discriminate on the basis of gender in its programs or activities. Title 

IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, as amended, and the administrative regulations adopted 

thereunder prohibit discrimination on the basis of gender in education programs and activities. Such 

programs include the admission and employment of students.  

The IAC is committed to providing equal opportunities to men and women students in all programs. 

Sexual Assault and Acquaintance Rape 

The College will not tolerate sexual assault in any form, including date/acquaintance rape. Every 

allegation of sexual assault will be reported to the police. Where there is reason to believe that the 

university's regulations prohibiting sexual assault have been violated, the university will pursue strong 

disciplinary action. This discipline includes the possibility of suspension and dismissal or termination 

from the College. 

Any employee, student or other person at the university who commits a rape or other crime of a sexual 

nature specified in the California Penal Code can be criminally prosecuted. In addition, employees and 

students can be disciplined under the California Education Code even if the criminal justice authorities or 

the person assaulted choose not to pursue criminal prosecution. 

Sexual harassment is defined according to the EEOC guidelines as ñunwelcome sexual advances, requests 

for 

sexual favors, sexually motivated physical contact or other verbal or physical conduct or communication 

of a sexual nature, " When any of the following conditions occur: 

¶ Submission to the conduct or communication is made a term or condition of employment or of 

obtaining an education.  

¶ Submission or rejection of the conduct or communication is used as a factor in decisions affecting 

that personôs employment or education. 

¶ The conduct or communication creates an ñintimidating, hostile or offensiveò working or 

educational environment.  

¶ Behaviors that may constitute sexual harassment: 

 Spoken: taunts, jokes, or phone calls 

  Written: bathroom graffiti, letters 

Physical contact: pinching, cornering, groping, unnecessary touching.  

 Physical assault: attempted rape. 
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Discrimination on the Basis of Race, Color, or National Origin  

The IAC complies with the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the regulations 

adopted thereunder. No person shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national origin be excluded from 

participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination under any program 

of the College. 

Discrimination on the Basis of Age 

The IAC complies with the provisions of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 and the regulations 

developed under the law. The Act states that no person in the United States shall, on the basis of age, be 

excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any 

program or activity receiving federal financial assistance. 

Discrimination on The Basis of Disability 

The IAC does not discriminate on the basis of disability in admission or access to, or treatment or 

employment in, its programs and activities. The Americans with Disabilities Act, as well as Section 504 

of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, and the regulations adopted thereunder prohibit such 

discrimination. 

Discrimination on the Basis of Marital Status, Religion, or Sexual Orientation. 

The College does not discriminate on the basis of marital status, religion, or sexual orientation. Students 

are urged to refer any complaint of any type of harassment to the Office of the Vice President of 

Academic Affairs. 

Policies on alcohol and other drug use 

The college policy regarding the possession, use, and/or sale of alcoholic beverages or illicit drugs on 

campus is governed by state and municipal law and further governed by the Student Conduct Code. The 

college expects that individuals and groups will conduct themselves and operate within the scope of the 

rules and regulations. Proven violations of these policies and regulations will lead to serious 

consequences and may include criminal prosecutions as well as suspension. 

Smoking 

The InterAmerican College is committed to protecting the health of its students and employees. Smoking 

is prohibited in all public areas of the college campus where nonsmokers cannot avoid exposure to smoke 

including all indoor facilities, exterior dining facilities, exterior dining facilities and within 30 feet of 

entrances to all college facilities. 

Student Ethical Behavior 

The personal behavior and ethnical conduct of students impact on the climate and reputation of the entire 

institution. It is essential that students act with integrity and with respect toward all members of the 

campus community. The College assumes that all students will conduct themselves as mature, 

responsible, law-abiding citizens who will comply with all policies and regulations. 
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Expulsion, suspension and probation of students 

The following procedures consonant with the due process have been approved by the Board of Trustees. 

Any student on campus may be expelled, suspended, placed on probation or given a lesser sanction for 

one or more of the following: 

¶ Cheating or plagiarism in connection with any academic program. 

¶ Forgery, alteration of misuse of campus document, records, or identification or knowingly 

furnishing false information. 

¶ Misrepresentation of oneself or of an organization to be an agent of the college. 

¶ Obstruction or disruption , on or off campus property, of the educational process, administrative 

process or other function; 

¶ Physical abuse of the college, of their family, or the threat of physical abuse; 

¶ Theft of, or non-accidental damage to, college property, or property in the possession of, or 

owned by, members of the college; 

¶ Unauthorized entry into, unauthorized use of, or misuse of college property; 

¶ On college property, the sale of dangerous drugs, restricted dangerous drugs, or narcotics as those 

terms are used in California statues, except when lawfully prescribed pursuant to medical or 

dental care, or when lawfully permitted for the purpose of research, instruction or analysis; 

¶ Knowing, possessing, or use of explosives, dangerous chemicals or deadly weapons on campus 

property or at a campus function. 

¶ Engaging in lewd, indecent or obscene behavior on campus property or at a campus function. 

¶ Abusive behavior, directed toward, or hazing of, a member of the college campus. 

¶ Violation of any order of the college president, notice of which had been given prior to such 

violation occurs; either by publication in the campus bulletin, or by posting notice on the official 

bulletin board designated for this purpose, and which order is consistent with any of the other 

provisions of this section. 

¶ Soliciting or assisting another to do any act which should subject a student to expulsion, 

suspension or probation. 

The following terms are defined as: 

(l) "Member of the college or campus" is defined as meaning The InterAmerican Board of Trustee, 

academic, non-academic and administrative personnel, students, and other persons on the college property 

and at other campus functions. 
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(2) The term "college or campus property" includes: real or personal property in the possession of, or 

under the control of, the Board of Trustees of The InterAmerican College. 

(3) The term "deadly weapons" includes any instrument or weapon of the kind known as a blackjack, 

sling shot, billy, sand club, sandbag, metal knuckles, any dirk, dagger, switchblade knife, pistol, revolver, 

or any other firearm, any knife having a blade longer than five inches, any razor with an unguarded blade, 

and any metal pipe or bar used or intended to be used as a club. 

(4) The term "behaviorò includes conduct and expression. 

(5) The term "hazing" means any method of initiation into a student organization or any pastime or 

amusement engaged in with regard to such an organization which causes, or is likely to cause, bodily 

danger, or physical or emotional harm, to any member of the college, but the term "hazingò does not 

include athletic events or other similar contests or competitions. 

Campus Emergency 

During periods of a campus emergency, as determined by the President of the college, the President may, 

after consultation with the Board of Trustees, place into immediate effect any emergency regulations, 

procedures, and other measures deemed necessary or appropriate to meet the emergency, safeguard 

persons and property, and maintain educational activities. 

Interim Suspension 

The President may immediately impose an interim suspension in all cases in which there is reasonable 

cause to believe that such an immediate suspension is required in order to protect lives or property and to 

insure the maintenance of order. A student placed on interim suspension shall be given prompt notice of 

charges and the opportunity for a hearing within 10 days of the imposition of interim suspension. During 

the period of interim suspension, the student shall not, without prior written permission of the President or 

designated representative, enter the college campus other than to attend the hearing. Violation of any 

condition of interim suspension shall be grounds for expulsion. 

Disciplinary Hearing 

The President of the college shall take appropriate disciplinary action against any student, members of the 

faculty, members of the support staff, or member of the administration of the college who after a prompt 

hearing by a college body, has been found to have willfully disrupted the orderly operation of the college. 

Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit, where an immediate suspension is required in order 

to protect lives or property and to insure the maintenance of order, interim suspension pending a hearing, 

provided that a reasonable opportunity be afforded the suspended person for a hearing within 10 days. 

The disciplinary action may include, but need not be limited to, suspension, dismissal, or expulsion  

These provision shall be applicable to any college employee dismissed pursuant to this section. The 

President shall submit periodic reports as to the nature and disposition of cases acted upon to the Board of 

Trustees. 
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Academic Dishonesty 

The maintenance of academic integrity and quality education is the responsibility of each student. 

Cheating and plagiarism in connection with an academic program is listed as an offense for which student 

may be expelled, suspended, or given less severe disciplinary sanction. 

Academic dishonesty is a serious offense and diminishes the quality of scholarship and defrauds those 

who depend upon the integrity of the college programs. These may include: cheating, fabrication, 

plagiarism. 

Grievance Procedures: Procedures have been established for use by students who feel discriminated 

against on the basis of gender, disabled condition, race, color, national origin, sexual orientation, or age. 

Students wishing to initiate a grievance are advised to obtain written instructions on the filing of 

grievances from the Office of the VPAA.  

Academic grievances and grade appeals 

The college provides procedures for the orderly processing of grievances by students against members of 

the faculty and for the appeal of assigned grades. The Board is empowered to act upon grievances and 

appeals which are properly filed. 

Academic grievances may be filed when a student feels aggrieved in (non-grade) matters concerning an 

academic decision, action or judgment by a faculty member. A grade appeal may be filed when a student 

believes a grade is based on error, violation of college policy, refusal by the instructor to report a grade, 

discrimination or other improper conduct toward the student. Grade appeals based wholly or in part on a 

subjective or qualitative judgment of an instructor will not be considered by the Board. 

Students are encouraged to resolve matters informally with the faculty member prior to filing an academic 

grievance or grade appeal. Students should also seek the review of the appropriate department chair or 

designee. If the matter cannot be resolved in this manner, the student may file a formal grievance or grade 

appeal. The grievance or appeal must be presented in writing within six months in which the matter 

occurred or the grade assigned. 

Grounds for a grade appeal 

Students may disagree with a grade given by an instructor. The only circumstances which allow a student 

to appeal a grade are when one or a combination of the following events occur: 

¶ An error in calculating the grade; 

¶ Failure of the instructor to notify students clearly and promptly of the criteria for grade 

determination; 

¶ Assignment of a grade based on reasons other than the announced criteria and standards; 

¶ Inconsistent or inequality applied standards for evaluation of student academic performance. 
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The following procedures are to be followed: 

Initial inquiry  

Any appeal of grades by a student must be communicated to the instructor in writing, within 45 days 

following the completion of the course. It is the responsibility of the student appealing a grade to base the 

appeal on clear and substantive grounds. A mere disagreement with an instructorôs judgment is not 

sufficient. Appeals based on a desire to improve a grade through additional work or retesting are not 

acceptable. 

Grade appeals committee 

If, after the student has consulted with the instructor, the appeal cannot be resolved, the student must put 

the appeal in writing to the vice-president of Academic Affairs within 30 days of the written appeal to the 

instructor. The student must provide relevant evidence in this written request for a grade appeal. The 

Vice-president or designee will forward the written statement to the instructor for a response which 

should be received from the instructor within 30 days. The instructorôs written response will be forwarded 

to the student with a copy to the vice-president. 

If the appeal remains unresolved, the vice-president will refer all documentation to the grade appealôs 

committee, which is a standing committee. The grade appealôs committee is a standing committee made 

up of three faculty members voted in by the faculty. The grade appealôs committee will consider the 

documentation provided and may decide: 

¶ To change the instructorôs grade; 

¶ To grant the student a grade appeal hearing; 

¶ That there is not sufficient evidence to justify a grade appeal hearing. 

The Grade Appeals Committee will render a final decision within 30 days of receiving documentation 

from the VPAA. The decision is forwarded to the vice-president who informs the student, the instructor, 

the office of Academic Affairs, and the Registrarôs Office of the decision in writing. 

The decision of the Grade Appealôs Committee on these matters is final and cannot be appealed unless the 

student has raised issues of discrimination in which case the student should follow the procedures on 

grievances related to discrimination or sexual harassment. 

The grade appeal hearing 

If the Grade Appealôs Committee decides that a grade appeal hearing is justified, the student, the vice-

president, and the instructor are notified. The grade appeal hearing should be held within the 90 days of 

the studentôs original written appeal. The hearing will be conducted by the grade appealôs committee, 

which will hear and consider relevant evidence and statements from the student, the instructor, and a 

student advocate. 

Based on the grounds for a grade appeal described above, the written documentation, and the statement 

made at the grade appeal hearing, the Grade Appealôs Committee will render a final decision within ten 
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days of the hearing. This decision is forwarded to the vice-president, the Office of Academic Affairs, and 

the Registrarôs Office in writing. 

The decision of the Grade Appealôs Committee is final and cannot be appealed unless the student has 

raised issues of discrimination. 

Grading Policy 

Grades are determined by instructors in a number of ways. Professors choose criteria to determine grades 

in their classes. This may include the quality of work done on assignments, promptness in doing assigned 

work, attendance and participation. Professors will publish their criteria in the syllabus given to students 

on the first day of class.

Incomplete Grades: Incomplete grades (I) are authorized by the instructors only for those students who 

may have special circumstances that would warrant extended time to complete assignments. It is students 

responsibility to provide information to the instructor when they will submit assignments. After 

assignments have been completed, instructors submit the new grade on the Incomplete Grade form sheet. 

If students do not complete assignments within six months, the Office of Admissions and records will 

compute the grade as an ñFò. 

Withdrawal:  If students withdraw from a class or from the college, they should contact the Office of the 

Registrar as soon as possible to obtain a clearance. Failure to do so may result in an ñFò being posted on 
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their permanent record. It will also mean that any refunds which are due will be forfeited. ñWò is not 

computed into studentsô GPA. 

Students may repeat a class. (R) The first grade is substituted by the second grade. Only the repeat grade 

will be used in averaging the GPA. Students also forfeit units from the first class. 

Grading Guidelines 

The following guidelines on grading have been designed for both faculty and students. 

¶ The evaluation of studentsô performance in a course and the appropriate grade is the 
responsibility of the instructor. 

¶ Students should not be given an extension of time or opportunities to improve a grade that is not 

available to all members of the class, except for verified illness or justified absence from the 

college. 

¶ Students in independent study courses are not to be allowed an extension beyond the time stated 

in the contract. Instructors submit grades at the end of each session for such students based on 

work completed during the session. Instructors directing independent study courses are 

responsible for ensuring that the work undertaken is appropriate to the span of a semester and for 

determining the degree of units to be granted. 

¶ Instructors should be clearly explain in the course syllabus, grading criteria and expectations on 

all written assignments or tests. 

¶ To prevent allegations of plagiarism on written assignments, students should be warned that all 

direct and indirect and indirect quotations from other sources should be properly acknowledged. 

The instructor should explain the extent to which the studentôs paper is expected to be 

independent of the references and clearly distinguishable from them. 

¶ Instructors should be willing to give students an explanation of their grade. Instructors are 

expected to return graded assignments to students in a timely manner. Examinations and written 

material not returned to students should be kept by instructors so they can review the work with 

students. 

¶ Except for a clerical error in calculating a grade, instructors may not change a semester grade 

after the grade has been submitted to the Registrar. This regulation is designed to protect the 

faculty from the student pressure. 

Satisfactory Academic Progress 

Academic progress is measured through qualitative and quantitative measures. The qualitative academic 

progress is assessed by the grade point average achieved; the quantitative academic progress is measured 

through the number of units satisfactorily completed. 

IAC requires that all students demonstrate satisfactory academic progress at the end of each academic 

year by: 
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¶ Achieving a minimum cumulative grade point index until completion of the degree as shown in 

item ñAò. 

¶ Completing the academic degree within a reasonable time as reflected in item ñBò: 

¶ Passing the number of credits reflected in item ñCò. 

A:  Grade Point Index Requirement 

 

InterAmerican College students must meet the following requirements to maintain satisfactory academic 

progress (SAP): 

 

1. Maintain a 2.0 cumulative grade point average (GPA) of all work taken at IAC within 

120 units or more. 

2. Maintain course completion progress at a rate to graduate within the maximum time-

frame limitation.  (Maximum time-frame is defined as 1.5 times the published program 

length, thus students must complete 67% of the coursers attempted toward diploma 

objective). 

 

A student who does not meet all of the IAC criteria stated previously, is to be placed on Academic 

Probation.  Students are to be placed on academic probation for the subsequent quarter.  At the end of the 

probationary period, the registrar will reevaluate the student's progress.  A student who fails to meet SAP 

at the end of the probationary period may be withdrawn from the college.  The student may appeal to 

continue enrollment.  Continued financial aid eligibility will be contingent upon approval of the student's 

appeal and subject to the conditions specified by the appeal committee.  

 

It is the responsibility of the registrar/deans office to notify financial aid of students who are not 

maintaining SAP.  Generally, these students fall into one of three categories for purposes of financial aid: 

 

1. Probation - students will be eligible for funding for the probationary period. 

2. Appeal - student is considered to have lost eligibility, will only be eligible for funding if and 

when appeal is approved. 

3. Neither - do not finance, in general, student will not be allowed to remain in school due to poor 

academic performance. 

Appeal Process 

A student who has been placed on Academic Probation and fails to meet minimum satisfactory 

academic progress standards at the end of the probationary period will be considered to have lost 

eligibility for financial aid.  The student will be given the opportunity to appeal this decision based on 

extenuating circumstances.  The student must file the appeal with the deans office, the completed appeal 

is then submitted to the appeal committee.  The decision of the committee is final.   

 

If the appeal is approved, aid can be awarded subject to the conditions specified by the appeal committee.  

If the appeal is denied, in general, the student will not be allowed to remain in school due to poor 

academic performance. 

 

B: Time Period Requirement: 
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Requirements established by the college: The Bachelor of Arts degree must be completed within a 

maximum of eight years of full-time or its equivalent for part-time study. The Associate Degree must be 

completed within a maximum of four and one half-years of full-time study or its equivalent for part time 

study.  

Students registered for 24 units a calendar year are considered full-time students. Students registered for 

fewer units are classified as part-time students.  

Satisfactory progress will be calculated by giving twice the time allocated for 24 units annually. 

124 units 4 years  8 years 

48 units 2 years  4 years 

24 units 1 year  2 years 

Full time students are expected to complete a minimum of 24 units annually.  

Part time students are expected to complete a minimum of 9-12 units annually. 

Students who do not maintain 24 semester units of full time study or 12 semester units of part-time study 

will be placed on ñProgress Warningò status. If  students obtain satisfactory progress within one year, the 

warning will be rescinded. 

Any student who fails to achieve satisfactory academic progress within the specified time period or who 

does not complete the degree program within six years will be placed on probation. Students have the 

right to appeal the decision. 

Reinstatement 

A student who has been disqualified or dismissed and who desires to apply for reinstatement must submit 

a written petition to the Academic Committee. The petition must include convincing evidence that the 

student will be ready and able to make satisfactory progress. 

A student who petitions the Academic Committee due to lack of academic progress must include 

documentation on the following: 

¶ The rate of progress was slowed as a result of a physical disability or medical condition 

¶ Or for other extenuating circumstances, as properly documented. 

Repetition of courses and grade changes 

Students are not obligated to repeat a failed course unless it is a course required for graduation. Students 

may repeat any course to raise their GPA. The original grade entry will be changed to a (R) and will not 

be considered as units attempted in computing the grade point average. In order to properly document the 

repeated course, it is the studentsô responsibility to notify the Office of the Registrar that the course has 

been repeated. No course may be repeated more than once. Any exception must be authorized by the 

Academic Committee. 
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All grades are final. Review of records may be conducted if the possibility of a clerical or computational 

error exists. 

Parking Regulations: 

The adherence to parking, traffic, and vehicle regulations established for the safety of the college staff and 

students are set forth for the protection of all. The public safety requires that all personnel and students 

take it as their personal responsibility the enforcement of parking and traffic regulations. The National 

City Police regularly patrol the area to ensure that parking regulations are followed.  

Such enforcement includes the issuance of warnings or citations for violations of college parking, traffic 

and vehicle regulations, and/or the towing of vehicles. Parking is limited. Students are advised to arrive 

early. Vehicles parked outside of marked stalls will be issued citations. 

Disposition of Fees 

The President of the college may place on probation, suspend, or expel a student for one or more of the 

causes enumerated. No fees or tuition paid by or for such students for the session in which he or she is 

suspended or expelled will be refunded. If the student is readmitted before the close of the session in 

which he or she is suspended, no additional tuition or fees will be required of the student on account of 

the suspension. 
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Student Services 

Services: 

InterAmerican College provides a number of services to support studentsô academic and professional 

goals. Student services include student advising and scheduling, records evaluation, tuition assistance, 

library collection and on-line journals, alumni association, computer resource center, Internet access. 

The Dean of Students oversees programs which include Campus Activities, Outreach and Recruitment, 

Public Safety, tutoring services, study groups, advising, career counseling, and Testing Services.  

Campus Activities 

Due to the special characteristics of IACôs student body, students do not engage in sports or club 

activities. The college provides a lounge and the student resource center for students and encourages them 

to meet informally during breaks. 

Orientation 

The Office of the Vice-president for Academic Affairs and Dean of Students schedule individual 

orientation sessions for entering freshmen and transferring students. The orientation takes approximately 

one hour. Students interested in a college orientation request an appointment.  

Advisement. 

During the advisement session, the advisor with assistance of the student reviews college transcripts and 

develops an academic plan. Students should refer to their academic plan to monitor their progress. It is 

studentsô responsibility to follow it and seek advise. If for some reason, they cannot register for required 

courses. Students are encouraged to meet once a quarter, or at least twice a year, with their academic 

advisor. 

Financial aid: 

As of 2006 InterAmerican College is eligible to award and disburse Federal Student Aid in the form of 

Federal Pell Grants and Federal Stafford Loans to eligible students. Students who declare teaching as a 

career are eligible for APLE grants.  

Web Site:  

Students have access to scheduling information on the IAC web site. They can access the schedule of 

classes, the beginning date, the instructor, required textbooks, and bookstore sites and addresses. They are 

able to access the on-line journals from their home computer. 

Resource Center and Computer lab:  

The resource center provides students with computers for word processing, access to the Internet, and 

computerized programs for improving skills. Students have access to educational video tapes which can 

be checked out at the library.  
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Testing:  

At enrollment, students are required to take the Stanford and Aprenda exams, and respond to prompts for 

an essay. Other tests are scheduled by appointment and conducted in the resource center. Moreover, 

students can schedule make-up exams for course work with the librarian. 

Test preparation is scheduled for the California Basic Educational Skills Test (CBEST), California 

Subject Examination of Teachers (CSET), and the Reading Instruction Competence Assessment (RICA). 

Scheduling for these workshops are posted on the bulletin board.   

Outreach and Recruitment: 

Outreach and Recruitment activities are part of the IAC development plan. The Dean of Students and the 

VPAA make presentations at local community colleges and school districts. IAC participate in college 

night activities and teacher recruitment fairs.  

Transcript Translation:  

IAC staff offers students Translation services of Spanish transcripts and diplomas.  

Foreign Transcript evaluation:  

Prior to being admitted to the College, students who studied in foreign universities must submit 

documents (transcripts, etc.) to outside agencies for evaluation. These evaluations must be submitted to 

the IAC Registrar in a sealed envelope. Students must submit documents to one of these agencies for 

evaluation: American Association of Collegiate Registrars and Admission Officers (AACRAO); 

Academic and Professional International Evaluations, Inc.; Academic Credentials Evaluation Institute, 

Inc. (ACEI); American Education Research Corporation (AERC); Educational Credential Evaluators, 

Inc.; Educational Records Evaluations Service, Inc.; Foreign Credential Services of America; Global 

Credential Evaluators; World Education 5 Services, Inc.; International Education Research Foundation, 

Inc; Lisano International; Foreign Educational Credential Evaluation (LI); and International Consultants 

of Delaware, Inc. 

Institutional Relations 

This Vice-president of Academic Affairs is responsible for advancing cooperative relationships between 

IAC and other California schools and colleges. The office informs present and prospective students of 

their access to all campus information to promote their success at IAC. IAC faculty and VPAA are 

members of the San Diego Students Teaching Taskforce. This is a committee composed of 

representatives from the local private colleges. IAC is also a member of the San Diego Coalition for 

Liberal Studies. This is a consortium of private and public colleges.  

Disabled Student Services 

The Office of the VPAA ensures that students with disabilities are provided all services provides 

equitably. Services include priority registration, registration assistance, liaison assistance with the 

Department of Rehabilitation, change of classrooms to accessible locations, proctoring of exams, referral 

to on-campus and off-campus resources. Classrooms are accessible to disabled students.  
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Licensure: 

The credential advisors assist students in preparing their documents for substitute credentials. IAC also 

offers students the opportunity to join the SCTA for their on-campus insurance.  
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Undergraduate Academic Programs 

IAC  Undergraduate Student Outcomes 

InterAmerican College is committed to ensuring that instructors and students are aware of what student 

need to know and do as graduates of IAC. The following are the overall student outcomes that are taught 

and assessed in the courses.

Academic regulations   

All students are subject to the academic regulations of the college. Students are responsible for ensuring 

that they are aware of and meet all departmental and college requirements. It is the studentôs 

responsibility to learn about academic deadlines. 
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Symbols 

Keys to Symbols used to identify academic disciplines. Course numbers are assigned as follows: 

1-99 Preparatory Level courses:  

These are designed to prepare students for entry into academic degree programs. They carry no credit 

toward any baccalaureate degree nor fulfill General Education-Breadth Requirements. Courses are graded 

on a Credit/No Credit basis, and can be repeated. Non credit courses are not used in computing a student's 

grade point average.  

100-199 Lower Division courses:  

These courses are open to freshmen and sophomores. They are not acceptable for upper division credit. 

These numbers usually designate Freshman status courses. 

200-299 Lower Division courses:  

These are open to freshman and sophomores. They are not acceptable for upper division credit. These  

numbers usually designate Sophomore status courses.  

300-399 Upper Division courses:  

These are open to juniors and seniors. Sophomores and freshman may apply for entrance to a class with 

permission of an instructor. Some courses may require prerequisites. 

400-499 Upper Division courses:  

These are open to juniors and seniors. Some courses may require prerequisites. Usually the courses are in 

the major field of study. 

500+ Post baccalaureate 

Courses designed for students who have a Bachelor of Arts degree. Most 500 and 600 courses designate 

post baccalaureate and credential courses. 

Some courses are offered in specific sequences as described in the catalog. If students have not taken the 

prerequisite, they must ask permission of the instructor to register for the course. 

Classification of Students 

¶ Regular students: Students who have met all requirements. 

¶ Probationary students: The following are reasons for students being placed on probation: 

¶ Disciplinary probation: Students who have failed to live up to the standards and rules of the 

college, and are being considered for dismissal. Those who are dismissed from school may not 

apply for admission for a full academic year.  
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¶ Academic probation: Students whose GPA for any session falls below 

  (0-59 units) 1.5 

  (60-89 units) 1.75 

  (90-119 units) 1.9 

  (120+ units) 2.0 

Students on probation are restricted in the number of units they are allowed to carry. No more than three 

sessions of academic probation are allowed. If students are on probation, they will be advised to reduce 

their course load. This decision should be made with the advice of the academic advisor. 

¶ Full-time student- Students who register for 24 or more units in a calendar year. 

¶ Part-time student- Students who register for 18 units a calendar year. 

¶ Audit student- Students registering in a class for no credit. 

¶ Freshmen: Students who have completed 0- 30 college units. 

¶ Sophomore: Students who have completed 31-60 college units. 

¶ Junior: Students who have completed 61-90 college units. 

¶ Senior: Students who have completed 91-124 college units. 

¶ Transfer student: Students transferring from a community college or university. 

Associated Student Body 

All registered students are members of the Associated Student Body. Studentsô fees contribute an ASB 

Fee of $10.00 annually to support activities which enrich student life at IAC. 

The Associated Student Body (ASB) is composed of all students. ASB meetings are held three times a 

year. All students are urged to involve themselves in their government and to participate in programs that 

are beneficial to themselves and to the College.

Choosing a Minor  

Although a minor is not required for a baccalaureate degree, students are encouraged to elect a minor to 

strengthen preparation in areas related to the major field or future career. Students may, in conjunction 

with a bachelorôs degree program, elect to complete the requirements for one or more minors. 

Students must present the choice of the minor to the advisor for planning and scheduling. They must 

ensure that the Registrar has a copy of the minor form in the studentsô file. 

A minor departmental evaluation must be presented to the Office of Academic Affairs. The completion of 

a minor will be indicated on the transcript at the time of graduation or thereafter when requirements are 

met.  

Students wishing to pursue academic minors should become acquainted with the following guidelines. 

¶ The minimum number of units required in a minor program is 18 upper division units are required 

for a minor.  

¶ Restrictions against overlapping credit in the General Education program are not applicable to 

courses in the minor program. 

¶ A minor evaluation must be presented to the Office of Admissions and Records. 

¶ Failure to complete a declared minor program will not delay a student from obtaining a 

bachelorôs degree. 

¶ The minor is recorded on the studentôs transcript but is not indicated on the diploma. 

Independent Study 

Independent study courses have the same course identifiers as the course taught through class instruction. 

It may be offered when a student requires a course in a session in which it is not offered in the regular 

class schedule. Through Independent Study, students receive personal instruction by the instructor.  

Independent study courses are for students who are at junior status and who cannot resolve scheduling 

problems. Guidelines for independent study: 

¶ Students must be enrolled in other classes on campus. 
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¶ Students must have at least 2.5 cumulative GPA. 

¶ Students will be limited to a maximum of 12 units of Independent Study in total. 

Students in independent study courses complete assignments according to the deadline established in the 

study contract. Instructors submit grades at the end of the session. The instructor directing the 

independent study bears the responsibility with the student both for ensuring that the work undertaken is 

appropriate. 

Repeat Courses: (R) 

Students may repeat a course. If taken at IAC, the new grade will replace the prior grade in the 

computation of the grade point average. In the case of transfer courses repeated with a higher grade, the 

transfer grade would not be computed in the GPA, but any GPA penalty would be removed. 

Attendance and Performance. 

Students must be officially registered for a class in order to attend or to receive credit. Instructors will not 

permit unregistered students to attend the class nor will they issue a grade. Instructors should direct 

students not on their roster to the Registrarôs Office. 

Students are expected to attend classes and be on time. If students miss more than twice, an instructor 

may withdraw them from the class list. Instructors must report absences each time students are not in 

attendance during a regularly scheduled class period, whether or not it is an excused absence. 

Instructors may allow students to make up assignments or take exams missed due to absences or 

tardiness. It is studentsô responsibility to request missed assignments or make-up an exam. 

Academic Suspension: 

A student is suspended from college if at the end of any session: 

¶ The student earns grades that would place him/her on academic probation a third of the time; 

¶ The student earns a grade point average less than 1.00 for the session. 

If, after academic probation, a student's academic work has not shown sufficient progress, the student 

will be ruled academically disqualified and will be ineligible to continue to study at the college. A 

student who is academically disqualified for attendance is required to complete at least 12 units at 

another college or university with a minimum of GPA of 2.00 before she/he will be considered for 

readmission. 

To be readmitted after Academic suspension, the student must address a letter of petition to the Student 

Academic Committee.  

Unauthorized withdrawal  

A student who leaves (drops out) the college without notice will be considered to have resigned. 

Students who resign under these circumstances are not normally considered for readmission. 
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Withdrawal without notice will be noted on the face of the official transcript. Students who are 

readmitted may petition to have this notation expunged from their record. 

Leave of Absence 

Students may request a leave of absence from the college by applying in writing to the Students 

Academic Committee, at any time prior to the first day of class. 

To be readmitted following an approved leave of absence of not more than 12 months, students need 

only notify the vice-president of the intention to terminate their leave at least one month before the 

beginning of the following session. 

General Graduation Requirements 

¶ Eligibility for graduation requires a passing grade in all required subjects and a cumulative grade 

point average of at least 1.75 on work completed at IAC. 

¶ Of the 124 units minimum requirement for the Bachelor of Arts degrees, 30 units of residency 

must be taken at IAC. 

¶ Of the 60 units minimum requirement for the Associate of Arts degree, at least 15 units must be 

taken for residency at IAC.  

¶ To qualify for graduation, students must complete the minimum of 45 units in General Education, 

two courses in Spanish, and 54 units of upper division 

¶ Candidates for degrees to be awarded in the Spring graduation are required to file an application 

with the Office of Admissions and Records after completing 100 units for a graduation check.  

¶ Participation in graduation activities is contingent upon completion of all graduation 

requirements. In exceptional cases where minimal requirements have not been completed, 

arrangements must be made in advance with the Vice President of Academics. 

Honors 

Exceptional scholarship is recognized upon graduation to the following scale: 

 Summa Cum Laude: 3.80-4.00  

 Magna Cum Laude: 3.65-3.79 

 Cum Laude: 3.50-3.64 

Honors at graduation will be reserved for students who meet the above designations and who have earned 

the same while enrolled at IAC for at least nine (9) units. 

In addition, students are required to achieve a Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.0 (grade B on a 4-point

Presidentôs List  

Students who carry a minimum of twelve semester units, and who achieve a grade point average of 3.5 or 

better, are awarded Honor's List standing for that semester. 

Students whose minimum unit load includes Extension courses may apply for Honor's List standing if the 

Extension courses are required for the studentsô major. If a grade change brings a student's grade point 

average up to 3.5, the student may apply to have the honor award retroactively. 

Clearance for Graduation  

Application for Graduation and Graduation Evaluation: Undergraduate students must file an Application 

for Graduation with the Office of Admissions and Records before they can be considered for graduation. 

Students should apply for a graduation check after completing 100 units. 

Prior to the time the application is filed, students must obtain two copies of a departmental evaluation of 

their major requirements signed by their major advisor. This constitutes formal approval by the faculty to 

graduate. One copy is submitted to the Dean of Students; the other copy is retained by students. 

If students request a graduation check before the last session before graduation, students will have ample 

time to register for the correct courses. Seniors who have received graduation evaluations, but are unsure 

whether their proposed class enrollments will meet requirements for their degrees, should contact their 

advisor. 

The Graduation Check form reflects units applicable toward degree requirements only; therefore, this 

figure may be lower than cumulative units earned as reflected on transcripts. 

When students have completed all requirements for the Bachelorsô degree, the Registrar will post the date 

of completion of the B.A. on the transcript. This is the month of the year in which students completed all 

courses. 

There is one graduation ceremony each calendar year. The ceremony takes place after the Spring session. 

All graduates from the academic year are welcome to participate in the ceremony. Graduates may expect 

to receive their diplomas within 12 weeks of the completion of all the paper work. 
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General Education 

Breadth Requirements 

The InterAmerican College believes that a liberal education explores the American cultural heritage 

through the study of the arts and sciences, while at the same time prepares students for success in a 

chosen occupation or profession.  

The variety of courses in General Education (GE) provides students with a survey of knowledge across 

disciplines, with an understanding of their responsibility to society, and a commitment to lifelong 

learning. Integrated into the GE courses are skills and competencies that prepare students to work in a 

technological society, and to relate as citizens in a pluralist and diverse society and culture. 

Student Learning Outcomes 

¶ Write and speak effectively 

¶ Use skills and knowledge of arts and sciences to improve their lives and lives of others 

A spirit of inquiry to prepare students to cope with conditions in a continually changing world 

¶ Assume the responsibilities of citizenship in the community, in the nation and in the world and 

effectively participate in society 

¶ Recognize and support cultural heritages in the United States and other countries. 

¶ Technological literacy 

¶ Continuously question attitudes or events and research the source 

Students can meet these goals by completing a General Education plan at a California Community 

College, and /or by completing the General Education program at IAC, which includes the following five 

areas of study:  

Area A: Communication and critical thinking :  

Courses in communication provide writing and critical thinking skills needed across the curriculum. 

Fundamental courses in composition prepare students to use the principles of expository writing to 

prepare and deliver presentations; to identify faulty reasoning; and to study for and appreciate 

mathematical ideas and quantitative reasoning.   

Area B: Sciences  

Course work in the sciences provides introduction to life and physical sciences. Students conduct 

scientific inquiry in association with lectures in science and through experiments in the laboratory or in 

natural settings. Students integrate the study of mathematics as it applies to both the social and natural 

sciences. Students acquire not only word processing skills, but also other technological skills needed to 

conduct their research and to apply to the work place. 
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Area C: Humanities 

Through the humanities, students research how authors use language to portray the world. In fine arts, 

students perform or produce art projects; they appreciate master pieces more fully; or they study basic 

concepts, forms and the history of art. Through the study of different philosophical movements, students 

assess alternative views of the world as they discuss and consider the structure and meaning of existence. 

Students are required to take a minimum of six units in Spanish.  

Area D: History and Social Sciences 

In Social Science classes, students study the behavior of human beings as they relate to each other, to 

themselves, and to their environment. Students discuss and debate the role of individuals as they create 

the structures and values that govern their lives in the present and across time. In History classes, students 

study historical events, and the development of the Constitution and the Democratic form of government. 

They also analyze American institutions and how these apply to their everyday life.  

Area E: Cultural Studies  

Cultural courses acquaint students with the contributions of world civilizations and cultures; the influence 

of indigenous people, as well as cultures of other nations. Courses focus on the contributions and 

perspectives of different ethnic cultures and of women in United States society and history. The overall 

design of these courses develops a respect and appreciation for other cultures. 

Transfer: Courses that fulfill General Education requirements can be transferred from other colleges or 

taken at IAC. There are restrictions governing the applicability of listed courses dependent upon 

particular students' majors. Except in Section A, some courses with the same departmental prefix at the 

student's major, (example: "art," chemistry," "history," etc.) may not apply to General Education 

requirements. 

Advisement 

On declaring a major, students are urged to make an appointment with their faculty advisor. Students 

should consult their ñAcademic Planò worksheet before scheduling classes. They should be aware of the 

differences between required courses for the major and electives. If students choose courses other than 

those on the required list, the elective may or may not be considered equivalent. In special cases, the chair 

of the department may substitute equivalent courses. 

When students transfer units from either a community college or a university, they should be aware that 

even if 60 units are transferable, not all units count toward the degree.  

Residency Requirement 

Students must complete a minimum of 30 units of residency at IAC to be eligible for a Bachelor of Arts 

Degree and 15 units of residency for an Associate of Arts Degree. InterAmerican College will not accept 

upper division units from a community college.  

Students who completed courses through the Office of Extended Education and petitioned to transfer 

these units into a degree program must meet all admission requirements. The Registrar will count as 

residency units courses taken through the Office of Extended Education.

Admission Procedures  

Selection of Candidates:  

Admission to the college is based on evidence of a studentôs ability to benefit from IACôs educational 

program. Evidence may include one or a combination of the following: Interviews, professional 

experience, motivation and educational objectives, studentsô academic record, transcripts, or test scores.  

Application to the college: 

Individuals interested in enrolling at InterAmerican College are invited to make an appointment with a 

faculty advisor. After the initial interview, applicants fill out an Application form. After applications have 

been accepted, the Registrar enrolls students electronically. Students must complete all application 

requirements and submit all necessary documents before registering for classes. 

Students must request an official transcripts from universities they have attended. Official transcripts must 

be mailed directly from the institution to the Office of the Registrar. The Registrar will not accept 

transcripts issued to students. Failure to file complete and authentic documents may result in denial of 

admission, cancellation of academic credit, suspension or expulsion. 

The Office of Admissions and Records accepts applications on a continuous basis. The college does not 

set deadlines for accepting applications or documents. Nevertheless, before students can register and 

attend classes, they must have their transcripts evaluated. For transcript evaluation, the Registrar can 

accept unofficial transcripts while waiting for the official transcripts to arrive. Students should submit a 

copy of the "Request for Transcript" form or a letter demonstrating that transcripts were ordered. After all 

official transcripts and other documents have been reviewed, students complete the enrollment agreement 

and register for classes. 

A non-refundable fee of $60.00 is required when applying. Checks should be made payable to 

ñInterAmerican College.ò 
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Registration: Students must complete all enrollment requirements prior to attending the first class. 

Students must register for each class. There is a registration fee of $10.00 per class.  

Student I.D.: Although IAC uses the Social Security number to identify studentsô records, the Registrar 

issues a student ID number for greater personal protection. The ID is the initial of the last and first names 

and the last four digits of the Social Security Number. 

Transcript Request 

The Registrar accepts units earned at other colleges and universities after receiving official transcripts. 

The Registrar will not accept transcripts stamped with ñissued to students.ò All official transcripts must 

have the original signature or raised seal of the institution. 

Since some institutions take up to four or five weeks to respond to transcript requests, students should 

request transcripts immediately upon applying to the college. Students may use the "IACôs Request for 

Transcript" form or write their own letter. 

Students who are transferring units from foreign universities should request the Transcript Evaluation 

Form from the Admission's Office. Students who have foreign documents should present documents to 

the Vice-president for Academic Affairs for processing.  

Arrangements will be made in the office to make copies for the file.

All records submitted to the Registrar become the property of the College and are placed in the students' 

permanent file. No confidential information will be released without students' authorization. If students do 

not complete the admission application, the registrar will keep their records as prescribed by state 

regulations. 

Admission Requirements 

Students qualify for regular admissions if they present official transcripts from a college or a university. 

Transferring College Credit 

Transferable courses are those designated as baccalaureate credit by a college or university. IAC reserves 

the right to determine the extent to which transfer credits satisfy the specific IAC program requirements. 

If a course is not accepted as equivalent by faculty advisor, students may request to designate the course 

as an elective.  

Credits earned at accredited colleges, universities and military classes are evaluated by Faculty advisors. 

The Registrar determines studentsô standing on the basis of evidence submitted.  
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Courses taken at Universities and Colleges without regional accreditation may be accepted on an 

individual basis. The faculty advisor determines comparability to a course in the IAC catalog. Students 

must present a copy of the catalog and the course syllabus from the transferring university.  

The Department Chair makes the decision on accepting graduate units from other colleges or universities.  

Military Training and/or Experience  

Credits may be awarded for military training and/or experience based on the evaluation and 

recommendation by the American Council on Education (ACE). Completion of DD Form 214 and/or DD 

Form 295 is required to evaluate training or experience in transferable credits. IAC will maintain a written 

record of the previous education and training of veterans; this record will clearly indicate that credit has 

been granted, if appropriate, with the Veteransô Administration and student notified accordingly.  

Student Assessment 

At the time of admission, IAC requires students to take the Stanford and Aprenda (for bilingual students) 

exams. The standardized tests assess studentsô skills in various areas in both Spanish and English. 

Furthermore, students write an essay in response to a prompt to assess English writing skills.  

Millerôs Analogy or GRE are required for admissions to graduate programs.  

College challenge examination (CCE): Students may earn credit by examination administered by any of 

the IAC departments. To be eligible for units, students must receive a score of "C" or better. 

The Office of Admissions and Records provides forms and guidelines for challenging a course. Students 

must pay a test fee for each test administered. 

Change of Program 

Students may drop a class by the end of the second week or by the end of the fourth class session. 

Attendance will be verified with the instructors³ attendance roster.  
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Graduate Fees and Tuition  

Academic Year 

The academic year is divided into four (4) sessions:  

 Fall:    September, October, November 

 Winter : December, January, February 

 Spring: March, April, May 

 Summer: June, July, August 

The IAC class schedule is divided into four sessions with three months in each session. Classes are one 

month in length. New students may enroll at the college in any given month. Continuing students register 

at the beginning of each month.  

Due to the intensive structure of one-month courses, students register for only one course a month. 

Students, who wish to register for more than three (3) units in one month, must complete the appropriate 

form in the registrar's office and have the form signed by their faculty advisor. 

Classes are held two evenings a week. In order to accommodate working students, classes meet from 5:30 

to 10:00 p.m. For the 9th session, classes meet on Friday from 5:30-10:00. For students who cannot attend 

classes during the week, the College schedules special sessions on Saturdays. These classes meet nine (9) 

sessions for 45 contact hours. 

Courses at InterAmerican College carry a three (3) semester unit value unless specified otherwise in 

parentheses in the course description. Students are expected to study at least two (2) hours outside of class 

for every contact hour of class. A contact hour is defined as a 50 minute session as opposed to a clock 

hour of 60 minutes. During the evening, instructors must give students adequate breaks.

Students are required to pay fees at the time of registration. Checks will be accepted only for the amount 

of fees due. Tuition is due and payable prior to the first session of each course. If students cannot pay on 

the first day of class, they must have a written agreement with the business department.  

If a check is returned due to insufficient funds or for any other reason, IAC reserves the right to drop the 

student from class. Students will be notified of this action, and assessed a return check fee of $20.00. 

Students who have written multiple non-sufficient fund checks may be required to make all future 

payments by cash or money order. 

The Board of Trustees reserves the right to modify tuition and fees at any time. Students will be notified 

before the next registration day. 

Enrollment Agr eement 

All students are required to sign an enrollment agreement before beginning classes. The enrollment 

agreement includes items pertaining to tuition and fees, billing, attendance, financial assistance, payment 

options and other matters of enrollment.  

The agreement is a legally binding instrument when signed by the student and accepted by the college. 

The agreement acknowledges that the student has had time to read and understand the terms.  

Payments and Release of Records 

Degrees are granted and transcripts are released only after all financial obligations to InterAmerican 

College have been satisfied. According to Board policies, all records and services are withheld from 

students who have outstanding financial obligations to the College. 

 If students have made partial payment of their tuition obligation, the college may only withhold that 

portion of the grades or transcript that corresponds on a pro rata basis to the amount of tuition or loan 

obligation the students have not paid.  

If the course of study consists of only one course, the institution may withhold the grades or the transcript 

until the tuition or loan obligation is paid in full.

Refund Policy 

IAC expects students to register for classes with the understanding that they will remain in the class for 

the entire nine (9) sessions. A refund policy has been established so that students who withdraw from 

class will share in costs incurred. It is studentsô responsibility to inform the admission's office 

immediately of their intent to withdraw from a course by completing the "Drop Class" Form. The 

effective date of withdrawal will be the last day of class recorded on the instructor's roster. 

If  students paid fees and did not attend class, all fees except for the $60.00 non-refundable enrollment fee 

will be returned to them. The refund will be mailed within 30 days from the time of the withdrawal or 

cancellation, according to the schedule below: 

If a continuing student does not complete a course, a tuition refund is made according to the following 

schedule:

Refunds due to students are not automatically disbursed. No refund will be due unless the studentsô 

account has a credit balance. Students must request a refund by submitting the ñRefund Formò to the 

Finance office. Refunds will be processed and mailed within thirty working days from the receipt of the 

written notice. All refunds will be mailed to studentsô home address. It is studentsô responsibility to make 

sure their address on file is correct. Refund request forms are available in the Registrarôs office. 

If the college cancels or discontinues a course, the college will make a full refund of all charges. Refunds 

will be paid within 30 days of cancellation or withdrawal. 

Withdrawal Status 

For the purposes of Federal Student Aid awarding, processing and reporting students will be reported as 

withdrawn if they do not attend courses for three (3) consecutive months. 

Effects of Withdrawal Status 

Recipients of Pell, Campus Based and/or State Aid: All future aid will be canceled. If you resume your 

course work during the school year you will be asked to complete an appeal for reinstatement of aid. 

Funds will be reinstated if your appeal is approved and funds are available. If you are a State Aid 

recipient, you will also need to receive approval from the California Student Aid Commission to continue 

receiving funding. 

Recipients of Stafford Loan: If a Stafford Loan disbursement arrives after or during a period you are 

considered Withdrawn, the College will return the funds to the lender. All future scheduled disbursements 

will also be canceled. Your last date of attendance will be reported which will initiate the repayment 

process on any outstanding Federal Student Loans. The grace period or the actual payments will begin on 

your last date of attendance. 

Financial Aid Refund Policy 

As part of the Higher Education Amendment of 1998, Congress passed provisions regarding refund 

policies and procedures for student who have received Federal Student Aid and are considered Withdrawn 

from school. Based on InterAmerican College policies, which are made in accordance with federal 

regulation, a student is considered ñWithdrawnò if not in attendance for 3 course months. 

 The date of Withdrawal will be determined to be either: 

¶ The effective date of withdrawal from the last course attempted, or 

¶ The last date of attendance at an academically related activity, as documented by IAC. 

Federal regulation assumes that awards of Federal Student Aid funds are earned in proportion to the 

number of days attended for the period funded. If a student is considered withdrawn from the College 

federal regulations require a calculation be performed according to a specific formula that identifies the 

total scheduled financial assistance a student earned, and is therefore entitled to receive. If more financial 
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aid is received (by either the student or by the College on the studentôs behalf) than is earned, the 

unearned funds must be returned to the U.S. Department of Education and/or the appropriate lender. If the 

student (or the College on the studentôs behalf) receives less financial aid than the amount earned, the 

student may be able to receive those additional funds.  

The portion of Federal Student Aid that a student is entitled to receive is calculated on a percentage basis. 

The percentage is determined by comparing the total number of days in the specific payment period the 

student to the number of days completed before withdrawing from the College. 

In general, Federal Student Aid awards fund a specific period of time and number of units called the 

payment period. Once more than 60% of the payment period is considered complete then all (100%) of 

the award for the period is considered earned. 

For example, if 30% of the payment period is considered completed, then 30% of the aid is earned. This 

means that 70% of the aid is unearned and must be returned. 

If  it is determined that the student received excess funds that must be returned, the College shares the 

responsibility of returning those excess funds. The Collegeôs portion of the excess funds to be returned is 

equal to the lesser of: 

¶ The entire amount of the excess funds, or  

¶ The total tuition and fees charges multiplied by the percentage of unearned aid received. 

IMPORTANT NOTE:  If a student is considered Withdrawn from the College before completing 

60% of their payment period, the student may have to repay unearned aid that was disbursed to 

them at the beginning of the payment period. 

If the refund calculation determines that the College is not required to return all of the excess funds, the 

student must return the remaining amount. Any loan funds that a student is required to return must be 

repaid according to the terms of their loan. If any grant funds must be returned, the law provides that the 

amount that the student must repay is to be reduced by 50%. This means that a student who has receives 

too much in grant funds will only be required to return half of the amount considered in excess. 

If there is a return of any unearned aid by the College, the student will be billed accordingly. In such 

cases, the student will be required to make arrangement with the Student Business Office to pay the 

amount refunded to the U.S. Department of Education and/or lender .

The Department of Education offers the following credential programs approved by the California

Teacher candidates engage in research, discussion, and presentations that demonstrate their commitment 

to life long learning. It is the philosophy of the program that teacher will implement strategies and 

techniques that provide access to the core curriculum to all children. 

Length of Time 

If students have fulfilled all pre-requisites and attend full-time, they can complete the program in one 

calendar year.  

Students are encouraged to complete the credential program within a four-year period commencing at 

admissions into the credential program. 

IAC Admission 

Admission to the credential program is a four-step process: 

To secure admission, the candidate must submit a completed IAC application packet containing original 

transcripts from all institutions of higher education attended. IAC will accept transcripts stamped with 

ñStudent issuedò while the college receives the official transcripts through the mail.  

Department of Education Admission 

Step one: Students must complete an application to the College and submit all transcripts. They should 

also meet with an academic advisor before applying to the Department of Education.  

Step two: Students apply to the Department of Education. They must ensure that they have submitted all 

documents needed for admission. If students have not met all prerequisites for the Credential program, 

they must develop a plan and register for required courses. When students have completed course work, 

they apply to the credential program.  

As part of the admission process, an evaluation of the candidate's previous course work will be made 

automatically and filed in studentsô permanent file.  

Step three: Candidates apply to one of the credential programs. When the file is complete, a faculty 

member interviews the applicant. The faculty member evaluates the applicant on the basis of academic 
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achievement and their commitment to teaching. Advisors recommend candidates to the Education 

Committee. 

Step four: After the Committee reaches a decision regarding the admission of the applicant, they notify 

candidates of their status. 

All records remain property of the institution. IAC recommends that students make a copy of any 

document submitted to the department.  

Prerequisites:  

Grade Point Average 

Candidates seeking admission into the program are required to submit official transcripts from all colleges 

or universities attended.  

A candidate for admission to a credential program must have a GPA 2.5 based on the last 45 units of 

study.  

Candidates not meeting the 2.5 GPA may petition the Admissions and Retention Committee for special 

consideration. If accepted, the Director will place the student on a probationary status for the first nine 

units. The Director will change the status of the student, if the student achieves a 3.0 GPA. 

Teacher candidates must maintain an overall GPA of 3.0 for all course work taken after admissions.  

Exams:  

CBEST: Candidates must present proof of taking the CBEST. The Credential Analyst will keep a copy of 

the original score results until the application is submitted. At the time of submission, the analyst must 

include a copy of the original in the packet.  

Subject matter preparation: 

Students pursuing a Multiple Subject Credential to teach in elementary schools, must present scores from 

California Subject Examination of Teachers. (CSET) This aligns their credential with the Federal 

regulations stipulated by No Child Left Behind. (NCLB) 

Health clearance: 

Proof of freedom form tuberculosis on cards available in the Credential Preparation Office. The TB 

clearance is valid for four years and must remain valid throughout all student teaching experiences.  

Certificate of Clearance: 

Students must apply for a Certificate of Clearance before admission to the credential program. The 

County Office of Education. The application, money order, and fingerprints are included with the 

application packet. Students will present the mail return as proof of mailing.

Bilingual emphasis students must pass the IAC Spanish language exam at a 3.0 level for admission. 

Early Field Experience:  

This is a pre-requisite course, requiring 45 hours of field experience, that serves as an orientation to 

careers in elementary and high school. During the course, the Coordinator of Field experience assigns 

fieldwork to be completed in pubic schools settings. The field experience is supervised and directed by 

the instructor during EDUC 520 Introduction to Classroom Teaching.  

Program:

exam.  

Technology in the Classroom 

During course work, instructors assign work that includes the use of technology: word processing, Excel, 

Access, Record keeping. Internet search, educational websites, Power point presentations and other 

classroom applications. Students are required to take the 3 modules of computer literacy or pass the exam.  

Students must include the technology competency verification in their portfolio. The portfolio should 

include evidence of computer competence. IAC offers three course that address the CTC standards for 

level I for the preliminary credential.

Student Teaching Placement:  

The Field Experience director assigns candidates to public school classrooms. Candidates are assigned to 

teach for 18 weeks.

On-Site Visitations

candidates observe two teachers at the school site. The site supervisor or the site administrator selects the 

teachers. The Candidate's Guide to On-Site Visitations found in the Student Teaching Handbook is used 

as a guide to the observations.

All records remain property of the institution. IAC recommends that students make a copy of any 

document submitted to the department.  

Prerequisites:  

Grade Point Average 

Candidates seeking admission into the program are required to submit official transcripts from all colleges 

or universities attended.  

A candidate for admission to a credential program must have a GPA 2.5 based on the last 45 units of 

study.

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Entry Level Master of Science in Nursing (pre-licensure, 

post-baccalaureate) 

The pre-licensure, post-baccalaureate Entry Level Master of Science in Nursing Program (ELMSN) 

curriculum utilizes a conceptual framework for nursing based on the concepts of person, health/illness, 

environment and nursing developed from nursing, biological, and psychosocial sciences. The central 

concepts of the conceptual framework are: professional nursing, health, human beings, and the 

environment. The philosophy of the nursing program further defines beliefs about human beings, health, 

the environment, nursing, the nursing process, teaching/learning, and students. The philosophy is based 

on the premise that students bring unique learning abilities, life experiences, goals, responsibilities and 

support systems to the educational experience.  

The program and faculty believe that nursing education is built on concepts relating to the nursing: 

individual(s), health/illness, the environment, and nursing including nursing education and teaching/ 

learning. The purpose of the IAC nursing program is to educate students for nursing positions in a variety 

of multicultural health care settings within the community.  

Length of Time 

If students have fulfilled all pre-requisites and attend full-time, they can complete the program in two 

years.  

Requirements for Admission to the ELMSN Program 

A Baccalaureate degree from an accredited institution o higher learning.GPA of 3.0 or above in the first 

60 semester or 90 quarter units attempted.

GPA requirement. Students must demonstrate a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or above in the last 60 units 

taken by the end of Spring semester prior to admission to nursing course work. Pre-requisite courses must 

be completed with a grade of C (2.0) or better. While pre-requisites are counted into the cumulative 3.0 

GPA requirement, there is not a specific GPA requirement for pre-requisite course work.  
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Science recency requirement. All sciences have a recency requirement of five years. Students may 

enroll in pre-requisite course work at IAC, if they have not taken these courses already. If these courses 

were taken elsewhere, course equivalency will be determined by transcript review upon application to the 

ELM program.
